The park provides a shelter, swimming
beach, new playground, 2 miles of trails, a picnic area, parking, a
fishing pier, a sand volleyball court, horseshoe pits, modern
restrooms, 12 holes of disc golf and a public access. A Regional Park
Grant was used to develop a playground, disc golf course and trail.
Two Outdoor Recreation Grants were used to acquire 210 acres and
develop trails, fishing pier, swimming beach, fencing, landscaping,
parking, restrooms and shower building.
