8 Rentals: Due to limited staffing, equipment rentals at some parks 
may only be available on the weekends, unless you call ahead to 
make other arrangements.

10 Due to construction of a new visitor center, parking will be limited 
at Grand Portage State Park in 2009. Access to High Falls will 
remain open, but trails may be re-routed.

Replace any light bulb that burns more than one hour per  •	
day with its equivalent compact fluorescent bulb.
