3. Completed applications will be reviewed by the SNA Program and other appropriate staff.  If there are questions or concerns you will be contacted. 

4. If your proposed research involves a state-listed threatened or endangered species, you will need a special permit from the Endangered Species Coordinator & Supervisor, Natural Heritage and Nongame Research Program, Minnesota Department of Natural Resources (Richard Baker, richard.baker@state.mn.us).

5. Some SNA’s are preserves owned by The Nature Conservancy.  In these cases, a separate or joint permit is needed from TNC (through Meredith Cornett, Director of Conservation Science at mcornett@tnc.org).
6. It is the obligation of the researcher to identify and obtain any other local, state, or federal permits or approvals.

7. Early submission of your completed application is strongly advised.  The turn-around time varies from a few days to up to a month or more depending on the complexity of the request, necessary reviews, workloads, and other factors.
