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CAMPGROUND INFORMATION:
• Campground is a strenuous 3/4 mile

hike from the parking lots.
• As of the 2009 season, backpack sites

will be PACK IN – PACK OUT, meaning
there will NOT be refuse containers
located in the campground. Everything
brought in must be brought out.

• Campground well is solar powered.
• Firewood is available near the hand

pump. (Pay when you register for
camping.)

• Pay phone located at south side of visitor
center building–at parking lots or at the
Park Office.

CAMPGROUND RULES:
• Please read and observe posted state

park rules and regulations. Violations
are misdemeanors and can result in
arrest.

• Camping is permitted only at assigned
sites in designated camping area.

• Camping permits expire at 4:00 P.M.
• Campfires allowed in fireplace or fire

rings only.
• Pets must be attended and leashed.
• Quiet must reign in campgrounds after

10:00 P.M.
• Please leave the campsite in a clean, neat

condition.
• No trenching or digging in campgrounds.
• Gathering of firewood prohibited.

(Firewood provided near hand pump.)
• Cutting of trees, shrubs and other

vegetation prohibited. Peeling bark from
birch trees will kill them!
