Bird Identification Tips

When you observe a bird, make note of at least
characteristics:
                 - Where did you see the bird (water, forest,
feeder, lower branch, tree trunk)?
                                      - Compare it to a known bird
(smaller than a... bigger than a... plump like a... slender
like a...). Looks at its tail, legs, and bill (long, short, thick,
thin, curved, straight).
                                      - Look on wings, tail, back, belly,
rump, and head (stripe above eye, white spot on tail,
etc.).
                                             - How does it act and sound
(traveling alone or in groups, soaring, flapping, flap and
glide, etc.)?
