Data for this checklist were gathered from the Minnesota
Biodiversity Atlas, MN DNR staff and contractors, iNaturalist, and
EDDMapS records. Checklist nomenclature for scientific name follows
the most current Flora of North America and the preferred MN DNR
common name (see MNTaxa for details).

Plant collecting is not allowed at any Scientific and Natural Area.
Scientists may be allowed collections through a research permit.
