Repair or Rebuilding After a Flood Flowchart

Flood Occurs A. First Response Officials Evaluate, Evacuate & Rescue
B. Roads Opened and Public Utilities Restored
C. Inspections — Verify Safe to Enter or View Building

NOW, WHAT CAN | DO WITH MY HOME / BUSINESS?
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Community issues permit for work to repair & bring building
up to current standards (in area outside of floodway if
building was in floodway) —i.e., elevated on fill to required
elevation or get Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to use
alternative elevation methods (if community allows)

Follow other community regulations for repair & rebuilding
(e.g., building code, wetland / shoreland management
ordinances, etc.)

Community receives surveyed “as-built” documentation that
building meets permit requirements

Community issues Certificate of Occupancy (if a state building
code community) or equivalent approval to use building.

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Building cannot be
reconstructed in the floodway.
